He was chosen moderator
Not only the masterly
sided, but above everything else was
I impressed with his deep spirftugl
life. It was an assembly of prayer
Frequently during the deliberations
of that body he would ask a brother
and would suggest that the Assembly
rise and worshlp Christ by singing
“All Hall the Power of Jesus’ Name"
or some other hymn of the ages.
Then he would lead in prayer himself.
He would talk to God as a friend to
a friend. He would plead for an out
pouring of God's spirit upon the
church at home and the work. The
church should praise God.
