NOTE.

This book is a reprint of the First Part of Euchologion,

or the Book of Common Order, issued by the Church Ser-

vice Society of the Church of Scotland, containing Services

for Five Sundays, morning and evening, with such slight

changes as are necessary for their use by the Presbyterian

Church in America ; and also a portion of the Second Part

of the same book, containing Prayers, Intercessions, and

Thanksgivings for Special Occasions ; to which is added a

new arrangement of the Psalter, being a selection from the

Psalms for responsive or antiphonal reading or chanting.

The arrangement of these services is as follows :

The singing of a Hymn or Psalm followed by a few sen-

tences of Scripture—a Prayer of Invocation, a Confession

and other introductory prayers ending with the Lord's

Prayer—a line or two of Prayer and Kesponse, then the

Psalter (an American selection) and the Gloria Patri, a

lesson from the Old Testament, the Te Deum Laudamus or

Hymn or other Psalm, then a lesson from the New Testa-

ment, the Benedictus or Hymn or other Psalm and the

Apostles' Creed, then a word or two with Responses, after

which. Prayers, a Hymn or Anthem, the Prayer for Illu-

mination followed by the Sermon, then Prayer, Offering,

Hymn and Benediction. In the evening services the Mag-
nificat and the Nunc Dimittis take the place of the Te Deum
and the Benedictus, and all these four Hymns except the

Te Deum Laudamus are taken from St. Luke. The prayers

are expressed in devout, earnest and Scriptural language.

They are necessarily framed in general terms, as all common
prayer must be, and are composed of the best thoughts and

words of many Godly men : but the minister can introduce

special prayers or thanksgivings in appropriate places, as

well as his own, written or extemporaneous.

The Church Service Society of the Church of Scotland

was organized about twenty years ago. Its purpose was the

study of the Liturgies, ancient and modern, of the Chris-

tian Church, with a view to the preparation and publication

of Forms of Prayer for Public Worship, etc. The Presi-

dents of the Society have been such men as Campbell of

Aberdeen, Tulloch of Saint Andrews, and the Duke of

Argyle, Avho is the present President. Six years ago the

Society numbered more than 500 Clerical members and more

than 130 Laymen, representing seventy of the eighty-four

Presbyteries of the Church of Scotland.

The book has passed into the sixth edition, and its influ-

ence, whether used in part or as a whole in the Scottish

Parish Churches, is widely extended ; which means that

the desire for prayers in more dignified and spiritual lan-

guage is growing throughout that country.

The Presbyterian Church in America is distinguished for

its educated ministry, its splendid contributions to religious

literature, and also, alas ! for the unattractiveness of its

devotional services. We are now moving into a wider and

better field. We fear nothing from comparison with other

churches in the character of our preaching ; why should we
not stand in the front ranks also in offering an attractive

devotional service ; not less spiritual, and not less devotional

because it is attractive and dignified ; and not less effective

because it furnishes a means of expression on the part of the

worshipper, other than in singing ; for all cannot sing, but

all can pray audibly, at least in saying the Amen.

Grant, we beseech Thee, to all such here present

the full assurance of pardon and reconciliation,

Almighty God, King of saints, who hast

chosen Zion for Thy habitation and Thy rest

for ever ; we beseech Thee on behalf of Thy
Holy Church, that it may please Thee to pro-

tect it everywhere, and to increase and sanctify

it more and more ; to remove the errors, scan-

dals, and divisions which desolate it, and to
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reunite all Christians in the bonds of truth,

piety, and peace.

We commend to Thee this congregation,

beseeching Thee to bless all that worship here,

and to cause all Christian graces to flourish

among us.

And forasmuch as Thou wiliest that all men
should be saved and come to the knowledge of

the truth, grant that such as are still strangers

to the knowledge of Thee, and sunk in the

darkness of ignorance and error, may be illu-

minated by the light of Thy Gospel, and led

into the way of salvation.

We pray Thee for all whom Thou hast ap-

pointed pastors and ministers in Thy Church.

Endue them with Thy Spirit, that they may
fulfil their ministry with fidelity and zeal, and

labor effectually for the conversion and salva-

tion of souls.

Send forth faithful laborers into Thy har-

vest; and give Thy grace to those who are

preparing to serve Thee in the holy ministry

;

pour down the healthful influences of Thy
Spirit upon all universities and schools of

learning, and cause to reign in them that fear

of Thee which is the beginning of wisdom.

oppressed with poverty, sickness, or any other

distress of body or sorrow of mind. We pray

particularly for the sick and afflicted members
of this church, and for those who desire to be

remembered in our prayers [and for any such

known to ourselves, whom we name in our

hearts before Thee]. May it please Thee to

show them Thy fatlierly kindness, and to de-

liver them out of all their troubles ; above all,
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grant them the consolations of which they

have need ; dispose them to patience and res-

ignation, and make their afflictions promote

the salvation of their souls.

O Lord most High, we give Thee thanks for

all Thy faithful servants, who, having witnessed

in their lives a good confession, have left the

light of their example to shine before Thy
people on earth. Mercifully grant that by

Thy fiitherly blessing we may be enabled to

follow them in all virtuous and godly living,

and that hereafter we may be united with them

in Thy heavenly kingdom ; through Jesus

Christ our Lord. ^men.

The Congregation being assembled, Divine Service may begin with

Merciful Saviour, who sittest at the right hand

of the Father, and makest intercession for us,

fulfil now th}^ promise: Where two or three

are gathered together in My name, there am
I in the midst of them. O Holy Ghost, the

Comforter, help our infirmities, and enable us

to worship in the beauty of holiness ; through

Christ our Lord. ^men.

O God, who hast taught us in Thy holy

just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us

from all unrighteousness ; receive, we beseech

Thee, our humble confessions.

Almighty and most merciful God, our heav-

enly Father, we cast ourselves down before

Thee, under a deep sense of our unworthiness

and guilt We have grievously sinned against

Thee in thought, word, and deed; we have
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come short of Thy glory ; we have broken Thy
commandments, and turned aside every one of

us from the way of life, and in us there is no

soundness nor health.
